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AUTHOR GUIDELINES FOR DRAWING UP PAPERS FOR SUBMISSION TO THE COLLECTED RESEARCH PAPERS “CONTEMPORARY ISSUES OF CONCRETE AND REINFORCED CONCRETE”

1. General requirements to the materials provided 
The complete set of materials for submission to the Editorial Team of the collected research papers includes:

1. a printed original of the paper prepared in accordance with the above guidelines and signed by the authors;

2. a guarantee form of an author(s) confirming that the paper submitted for publication in the Collected Research Papers “Contemporary Issues of Concrete and Reinforced Concrete” is an original work written by the author(s) indicated in the paper; the paper was not published earlier in other editions; the material of the paper was not and will not be submitted for publication in other editions, etc. Please, note that this form should be downloaded, filled out and signed by all the authors listed in the paper. The form should be submitted in original (paper version) and via e-mail in PDF format. 
3. an application form for publication of the paper in the collected research papers (should be submitted in original (paper version) and via e-mail in DOC format) that contains the following information:

· author’s surname, name, patronymic (in full);

· place of work and (or) study of an author (full name of the organisation), their position, academic degree and title (if any);
· links to author’s profiles in bibliographic and abstract databases (ORCID, Google Scholar, РИНЦ, Scopus)
· title of the paper;

· author’s contact phone numbers and e-mail.
The materials prepared in accordance with the above guidelines should be submitted to the editorial team of the collected research papers on electronic media (CD-ROM, USB-drive) or by e-mail (e-mail: sbornik@belniis.by). 
2. General requirements to the papers provided 
The volume of the manuscript sent to the editorial team should not exceed 15 pages (including pictures, tables, diagrams, etc.)

The text of the paper should be drawn up on A4 sheets (210x297 mm).

Fields: lower and upper – 2.5 cm, left and right – 2.0 cm; font – Times New Roman, font size – 14 pt, indentation – 10 mm, line spacing – single.

Hard copies of the paper submitted to the editorial team/working group of the collected research papers are to be obligatorily printed out from the finished file (electronic version of the paper).
3. Structural elements of a paper, requirements to drawing them up
Surname Name (without abbreviations, font – Times New Roman, 14 pt, bold) of the author of a paper, academic degree, academic title, position, full (without abbreviations) name of the educational institution or organisation where the work was performed, indicating the city or another population centre where this educational institution / organisation is located (font – Times New Roman, 14 pt, normal, left alignment)

PAPER TITLE; NOT MORE THAN 20 WORDS; CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, LEFT ALIGNMENT
ABSTRACT (CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, LEFT ALIGNMENT)
Text of an abstract should be executed as follows: font - Times New Roman, 14 p., italics, justified. The size of the abstract – at least 200 words. The abstract should summarise the main aspects of the paper (aim of the research or problems considered in the work, experimental development and methods used, main conclusions, including key quantitative results; a short summary of interpretations and conclusions).

Keywords: basic categories and concepts used by the author in the paper; at least 5, but not more than 10 words and phrases. Do not repeat words from the title of the paper as the keywords.
Funding sources: if your article contains scientific results that have been obtained within the work, funded by grants or other scientific research financing programs, please, specify such funding sources.

АННОТАЦИЯ (заглавные буквы, шрифт TIMES NEW ROMAN, 14 ПТ, полужирный, без переносов, выравнивание текста по левому краю)
Текст аннотации набирают на русском (белорусском) и английском языках (шрифт – Times New Roman, 14 пт, курсив, выравнивание текста по ширине). Размер аннотации – не менее 200 слов. Аннотация должна резюмировать основные аспекты статьи (цель исследования или рассмотренные в работе проблемы; экспериментальную разработку и использованные методы; основные выводы, включая ключевые количественные результаты; краткое изложение трактовок и выводов).
Ключевые слова: основные категории и понятия, использованные автором в статье; не менее 5, но не более 10 слов и словосочетаний. Ключевые слова не могут повторять слова из названия статьи.
источники финансирования: если представленные в статье научные результаты получены при выполнении работ, финансируемых за счет грантов или иных программ финансирования научных исследований, необходимо указать такие источники финансирования. 

INTRODUCTION (CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, NO INDENTATION, LEFT ALIGNMENT)
Text of an introduction should be typed as follows: font – Times New Roman, 14 pt, normal, justified. In the introduction, it is necessary to formulate the relevance of the research described in the paper, its goals and objectives in a concise form. In support of the relevance of the conducted research, it is recommended to briefly describe the state of the problem in the field of the research, as well as to provide references to statistical data, technical regulatory acts and others.

SECTIONS OF THE BODY (CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, NO indention, LEFT ALIGNMENT)
The structure of a section of the body should be formed taking into account the need to present information on the materials and methods of the research, its experimental part (if any), results of the research and their analysis in the paper.

Text of the body should be typed as follows: font – Times New Roman, 14 pt, normal, justified.

Pictures should be inserted throughout the text of the paper; names of the pictures and picture captions should be placed in the paper directly under the pictures (font – Times New Roman, 13 pt, normal, centred alignment).

The colour of the text placed in the picture should be contrasted with the picture, and its size should be correlated with the scale of the picture, font should be Times New Roman.

Example of a picture caption: 

Picture 6. Scheme of concreting in an inclined formwork

All the pictures given in the paper should be also sent as separate files in the formats of TIFF, JPEG (black and white image with the resolution of at least 300 dpi) or WMF (meta-file). The file names should correspond to the picture numbers in the text of the paper.

Executing pictures in the MS WORD editor is not allowed.

It is recommended to execute pictures as simple as possible, suitable for scaling down.

To type formulas, the Microsoft Equation 3.0 formula editor built-in in the MS WORD or the MathType 5.0 Equation formula editor should be used. To type formulas, the following parameters of the formula editors should be used: Full – 14 pt; Subscript / Superscript – 9 pt; Sub-Subscript / Superscript – 6 pt; Symbol – 14 pt; Sub-Symbol – 9 pt.
Formulas in a paper that reveal the essence of the research (process) should be presented without detailed mathematical transformations. The number of formulas should not exceed ten.

Formulas are recommended to be set in such a way that they can be later placed on a sheet 140 mm wide (approximately equal to the A5 format).

A formula should be placed in the centre of a line, at the end of which the ordinal number of the formula is put in parentheses. The reference to the formula number in the text should also be given in parentheses.

Each table should be placed in the paper under the text, in which a reference to it is given for the first time. The name of a table with its ordinal number (or the number of the table without its name) should be placed above the table. Text design in the head of the table should be as follows: Times New Roman font, 12 pt, single line spacing, vertical and horizontal alignment of text in cells – centred. Main text design of the table should be: Times New Roman font, 14 pt, single line spacing.

The author(s) of the paper should avoid repeating the same data in tables, diagrams and in the text of the paper.

References to sources, from which materials or separate results are used in the paper, should be indicated in that place of the paper, where a reference to this source is given.

References to sources in the text of the paper should be made through indicating the number in accordance with the bibliographic list. The source number in the list should be enclosed in square brackets.

An example of reference design:

[14, P.26, Table 2] (here 14 – source number in the bibliographic list, 26 – page number, 2 – table number).

CONCLUSION (CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, NO indention, LEFT ALIGNMENT)
In the conclusion, the essence and distinctive features of the scientific results of the work are stated, and possibilities of practical application of the results obtained are discussed. Here, prospects of further development of this research area may be discussed.

REFERENCES (CAPITAL LETTERS, TIMES NEW ROMAN FONT, 14 PT, BOLD, NO HYPHENS, NO indention, LEFT ALIGNMENT)
This section contains a list of information sources, which the paper refers to.

References should be drawn up in English in the order of appearance of references to these sources in the text of the paper and numbered with Arabic numerals with a point.

Example:

When drawing up references (in the order of the appearance of references to these sources in the text of the paper), bibliographic sources using Cyrillic, Latin and other scripts (for example: hieroglyphs, Arabic script) may be presented. If another script is used for description, then, after the necessary bibliographic data in the original language, their translation into English should be provided in parentheses.
